IN PARTNERSHIP

You might be surprised (or maybe you wouldn’t!) to learn that surveys show the two most
contentious issues in Unitarian Universalist worship services are not whether we sing hymns
or use the word God, but rather how we handle “Announcements” and “Joys and Sorrows.” In
some congregations, these two elements can take up much of the service. Is that a plus or a
minus? On the Sundays when many people line up to light candles, does your heart leap or
sink? Many value participation from individual congregants and especially treasure Joys and
Sorrows, for this sharing time creates a sense of community and belonging. Others feel that
Announcements disrupt the worshipful parts of the service, while Joys and Sorrows can
become a forum for a relatively small number of people or may feel like an “in group” thing to
newcomers.

The Worship Committee recently had a thoughtful discussion of the pros and cons of Joys and
Sorrows. We all felt it was an important part of the service and should be retained. We noted,
however, that candle lighting time is occasionally used for something that is more an
announcement or political message than a personal joy or sorrow. And of course none of us
seem to think the plea to be brief applies to us. (Yet if the service goes too much more than
an hour, your ministers hear about it!)

So it’s a balancing act, and we invite everyone to help us keep that balance. Here are some
ideas on how to do so:
e Remember that our candlelighting time is first and foremost an opportunity to share a truly
deep joy or sorrow that is in your heart.
e As you speak your joy or sorrow, be mindful of newcomers who don’t know your situation;
we hope to help everyone feel included.
* Be brief, especially when you notice there are 10 people behind you in line! There are
many opportunities after the service to talk with each other in more depth.
¢ |f you have an event to announce, call or email the church office and we’ll be happy to
include it in the order of service. Or hand the ministers or lay leader your announcement
on Sunday morning, and we’ll read it or invite you to do so.
Each Sunday, the sanctuary is filled with the joys and sorrows we bring with us. Even when all
our candles are lit, most of those joys and sorrows remain unspoken. In that awareness, may
we pay attention to those around us, and offer our open hearts and listening ears. And may
the stories we share weave our lives together in the embrace of community. - Anne
FROM THE PRESIDENT
| noticed as | left work for the February Church Council meeting earlier this month that it was
still light outside! The days are getting longer and for me this is a welcome event. Our
February meeting continued will past dusk, but thanks to the efforts of this committed and
focused group, we made our way through much important business efficiently and adjourned
on time. So, you may ask, what important business did we attend to? I'm so glad you asked!
At the February meeting, Church Council approved sponsorship of the North Country
Sustainable Energy Fair. We have supported this important community/regional event in the
past, but this action formalizes our commitment and places our concern for energy awareness
and environmental stewardship in the good company of the Out At The Movies film festival (a
very different, but equally important local event that we have sponsored for the last several
years). The relatively modest cost of sponsorship ($250/year) will be covered by the
Miscellaneous Contribution Expense line of the budget, which will free up the Outreach
Committee budget line for other uses.
Council also appointed a sub-committee to look into website oversight. There are no current
issues with the website, but we did not want to wait until there were. The task of this
committee is to explore various questions concerning the website, and propose a procedure
for addressing concerns should they arise. My thanks go out to John Marson, Scott Shipley
and Joan Collins for agreeing to serve on this committee.
And speaking of tasks, the Interim Minister Task force (composed of Kim Bouchard, Robin
Collen and myself) has completed and submitted the application for an Interim Minister. With
the help of the UUA Transitions Office, we will be connected with a small pool of interested
Interim Ministers to review and from which we will select a candidate. This “matchmaking”
process will occur in April.
Finally, we spend a chunk of time at each Council meeting on reports from committee liaisons.
Every committee of the church has a liaison whose role is to be in regular contact with their
committee and to keep Council updated on that committee’s work. Liaisons often attend
committee meetings, and have been known to pick a paddle and row along with the
committees. All committee members should be aware of who their committee liaison is. At
the very least, this person is an excellent resource, and an important conduit to Council. |
never cease to be impressed with the committee liaison reports and the amount of energy and
time that we all invest in our church. Unlike retirement accounts and mutual funds, this is an



investment that will only make us richer, and one for which | am tremendously grateful.

| JUST READ...
| just read Out of the Flames, by Lawrence and Nancy Goldstone. | was hooked by the
subtitle: The remarkable story of a fearless scholar, a fatal heresy, and one of the rarest books
in the world. The scholar was Michael Servetus, who was burned at the stake in Geneva in
1553 because of his refusal to accept the orthodox definition of the Trinity as propounded by
both Rome and the Reformation’s John Calvin. His “heresy” had arisen from his incredible
personal study of early Latin, Greek, and Hebrew texts of the New Testament wherein he
found no reference to the tri-partite nature of God before the Council of Nicaea. This
discovery, among others, led him to desire a form of Christianity that was simpler and nearer
to its origins than what it had become by the 15" and 16" centuries. Hence, he wrote
Christianity Restitutio (The Restoration of Christianity), a book immediately banned and which
made Servetus an enemy of the church, pursued for the rest of his life by the Inquisition. He
fled to Paris where he studied medicine, changed his name, and might have lived out his life
as a respected and wealthy doctor in a French village near Lyon.
However, Michael Servetus could not leave well enough alone. The Protestant Reformation
spawned many theological questions, and thanks to Gutenberg'’s printing press, these matters
could reach a broad spectrum of society across Europe. Servetus felt impelled to debate John
Calvin. By the 1550’s Calvin had changed Geneva, once a safe haven for those being
persecuted for their faith, into his own rigid theocracy which brooked no free thinkers. Calvin
feared Servetus’s challenge and ordered all of his books as well as their author to be
exterminated. One copy of the Restitutio was even tied to Servetus’s arm to burn along with
him on the stake.

AND | JUST READ...
To me, a Young Adult book (referred to as “a YA”) should feature teens who tackle difficult
problems, beyond the narrow world of who-likes-whom in high school. Neal Shusterman, in his
2007 novel, Unwind, has done just that. Set in a not-too-distant dystopia, society has settled a
war between the Pro-Life army and the Pro-Choice army with a gruesome “compromise.”
Abortion is forbidden but between the ages of 13 and 18 some teens are “unwound,” cut up
and distributed for their body parts. “Nothing is wasted,” the nurses assure the kids. Some
religious groups consider this an honor and tithe a child or two. Other families get rid of unruly
teenagers this way and in crowded State Homes for orphans, older kids are unwound to make
way for younger ones.
This all sounds very grim but Shusterman has crafted a fast-paced thriller featuring four teens
who try to escape their unwindings. Along the way they question the rules their society has
forced upon them. They even try to answer the questions, “when does life begin?” and, of
great importance to them, “when does it end?” Sound interesting? The book is in the Coots
Library.
